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PROJECT NEWS:  This project consolidates and enhances primary care services by providing a two story addition connected to the east side of the existing ambulatory care building No. 50.  The addition includes primary care team clinics, an orthopedic clinic, eye clinic, EEG, pulmonary diagnostics, non-evasive cardiology laboratory, satellite radiology, satellite laboratory, and outpatient pharmacy.  The addition supports VA’s emphasis on primary and managed care services and has brought together outpatient services that were previously dispersed on multiple floors in several buildings throughout the campus.  

This first phase of the project included new construction and was accomplished by the design build contracting process.  The second phase of the project includes backfill renovation work and is being constructed by a small disadvantaged business contractor.
