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PREPARATION OF THE PEST MANAGEMENT PLAN OUTLINE

1.  GENERAL

A facility’s inventory will be established for all buildings or areas on the facility.  An area is defined as that space which has similar application or treatment requirements and constraints.  The inventory will be accomplished by identifying each building/ area on the facility plat or on each floor of the architectural drawings.  These defined areas become the identification to be used on VA Form 10-9020, which is maintained as a permanent record of the service performed in that area.

2.  FACILITY RESPONSIBILITIES

Medical Facility Pest Management Plans will address the following issues:

Item (a)
Identify and prioritize all pest management requirements of the activity and tenants.

Item (b)
Identify the integrated pest management procedures to be used for both preventive (scheduled maintenance) and corrective (as required) programs.

Item (c)
Identify program resources and staffing (applicator, supervisory and inspection personnel).

Item (d) 
Outline surveillance procedures for ongoing pest problems.

Item (e) 
Identify all pesticides (with generic names) applied to the facility and antidotes for those pesticides.

Item (f) 
Identify control procedures of special interest or areas with specific application constraints.

Item (g)
Identify all environmentally sensitive areas, e.g., food service areas, surgical suites, respiratory treatment areas, water resources, endangered species' habitats, etc. with the actions planned for their protection.

Item (h)
Identify the health and safety measures that will be taken to protect both pests control personnel and the general public.

3.  PLAN FORMAT

Following is the prescribed formatting for the preparation of the Pest Management Plan.  Any part of this format that does not apply at your facility shall be annotated as "not applicable".
