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THE STATE HOME GRANT PROGRAM





Following the Civil War a number of the States, at their own expense,  established State Homes for the care of disabled soldiers and sailors. The first enactment to provide for payment of Federal aid to States maintaining homes for disabled veterans was the Act of August 27, 1888.  The Act provided Federal funding of $100 per year for each veteran domiciled in a State Home.  In 1939 PL 76-250 authorized Federal payment to State Homes for veterans admitted for purposes of hospitalization and eligible for such care in the VA.  Subsequent legislation encouraged the States to provide hospital, nursing home, and domiciliary care for veterans disabled by age, disease, or otherwise who were incapable of earning a living.  Today, VA participates by funding  State Homes up to 65 percent of the cost of constructing, renovating, or acquiring facilities for care of veterans and by funding partial per-diem payments to eligible veterans.





One of the most important functions in the Office of Facilities Management (FM) is the work in VA’s State Home Grant Program.  FM’s Facilities Quality Service provides consulting services to VA’s Office of Geriatrics and Extended Care and the States.  FM  assists in reviewing state grant applications for program requirements and establishes VA funding participation.  FM also assures quality control for the program by monitoring the design/construction process and   providing  inspection services of the completed facilities.





Since 1975, VA has awarded over $600 million for the construction of State Homes.  Today there are 82 State Homes in 41 states that include 5 hospitals, 82 nursing homes, and 46 domiciliaries.      The FY 2001 budget authority of $228 million is the largest in the history of the program.
