1.  APPROVAL OF CRITERIA





	Criteria approved by the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) on June 22, 1966.








2.  DEFINITION





	The lobby, located contiguous to the main entrance of a building, caters to the needs of visitors.  The purpose is to instill a dignified but cordial atmosphere which is accomplished through the arrangement of the reception, information, waiting area and public conveniences.

	c. Number of beds in each building.





	d. Number of buildings with administrative space only.

5.  DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS





	a. The toilets should be located close to the lobby, but should not open directly onto the lobby.





	b. Circulation space associated with the lobby, will be provided by the appropriate factor for converting the total net area into gross area.
