One room of 9.3 NSM (100 NSF) for each four nursing units, or a minimum of one per floor on each nursing unit floor.

These closets are for Environmental Management tools and supplies required for day-to-day operations.





	d. Linen Service


(This paragraph applies only to hospitals without a laundry.  Linen Service is computed in Chapter 408, Laundry, for hospitals with laundries.)

	g. Seamstress Space

This space is required for the personnel, equipment, and materials for the maintenance and repair of linens.
