c) The vendor has a satisfactory performance record.  As stated above in paragraph b, the contractor has satisfactory performance records with previous and ongoing government contracts.  A search was conducted in PPIRS and all contracts listed received an overall satisfactory rating.  Additionally, the contractor did not appear on any of the debarred or suspended lists.

d) The vendor has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics (see paragraphs b and c above).

e) The vendor has the necessary organization, experience, accounting and operational controls, and technical skills, or the ability to obtain them (including, as appropriate, such elements as production control procedures, property control systems, quality assurance measures, and safety programs applicable to materials to be produced or services to be performed by the prospective contractor and subcontractors) to perform this contract. The contractor is currently performing similar services with other government entities and has proven past performance that indicates successful performance on those contracts.

f) A review of the vendor’s past performance indicates that they have the necessary technical equipment and manpower to meet the requirements of the Statement of Work.  The vendor’s technical proposal was rated “Outstanding” by the technical evaluation board.

g) The vendor is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award under applicable laws and regulations. The following checks were conducted to ensure compliance with the FAR and VA regulations: 

i. In accordance with (IAW) FAR 4.1102(a), the vendor is registered in SAM (formerly CCR) and registration is valid until XX/XX/XXXX .

ii. IAW FAR 4.1201 the vendor has completed an electronic annual representations and certifications in SAM (formerly ORCA).
