Title of Regulation: VA Dental Insurance Program
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 
Background:  Background:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is withdrawing VA’s proposed rulemaking, published in the Federal Register on November 22, 2013, which proposed to amend its regulations related to the VA Dental Insurance Program (VADIP), a pilot program to offer premium-based dental insurance to enrolled veterans and certain survivors and dependents of veterans. Specifically, this rule would add language to clarify the preemptive effect of certain criteria in the VADIP regulations.
Estimated Impact: There are no costs associated with this rulemaking.  VA is merely withdrawing a proposed rulemaking, published in the Federal Register on November 22, 2013.
