REPORT.

The Committee on Military Afaivs, who were divected by resolution of the
HHouse of June 5, 1870, to investigate the management of the National
Asylum for disabled volunteer soldiers, respeetfully submit the following
report

The committee have examined the acts incorporating the asylum
and providing for its support, lave ascertained the amount of money
received and expended, have made eaveful inquiry into the method of
keeping accotnts and vouchers and of making dishursements, and have,
by o sub-committee, visited three of the four branches of the asyluny,
to sntisfy themselves by pervsonal observation of the Hdelity and offi-
ciency of thé management of these institutions. - ;

The first act of Congress incorporating the asylum was passed in
1865, and provided for a board of one hundred managers; a mnjority of
whom was necessary to constitute a quoram for the teansaction of busi-
ness, Several attémpts were made to get a quoram to attend a meot-
ing, but without success, and no organization was effected until aftor
the passuge of an amendatory act approved Mareh 21, 1806, which pro-
vided that ¢ the board of managors shall be composed of the President,
and Seeretary of War, and Chiet Justice of the United States, e officio,
during their tevins of office, together with nine other citizens of the
United States, not members ot Congress, no two of whom shall be vesi-
dents of ‘the sanie State, but who shall all be residents of States which
furnished organized bodies of soldiers to aid in the late war for the
suppression ol the rebellion, (no- person being ever eligible who gave
aid or eonntenance to the rebellion,) to be selected by joint resolution
of" the Senate and House of Representatives,” :

The members of the board hold their ofilee for six years, The torms
of oftlee of two members-expire every year, and their places ave filled by
Joint resolution of the two Houses, The objeet of the asylum, as speei-
fled in the Taw, is for the eave and relief of the disabled volunteor soldiers
of:the United States Avmy,  The following gontlemen were first ¢hosen

By the laws of Congress there is appropriated for the support of the
National Asylum as follows: ;

all doniitions of ‘Higiiey ot ‘property made hy riy person ov persons for the henelit of
the usyli, and to hold or (\iulmr‘m of the saing {or ity sole and oxchgsive use, ‘

It is evident that the amount of this fund ean never be finally fixed
until all the soldiers’ nccounts during the war of the rebellion have
been settled through the Second Auditor’s oftice.  On-the first of each
month, therefore, au acecount is made up ot the amount of such fines,
stoppages, and other moneys as is provided by this scetion at the Sec.
ond Auditor’s office; and upon the aceount being stated and approved
by the Comptroller, a requisition is made by the War Department, and
a warrant is issued at the Treasury payable to the National Asyhim,
the check of which is delivered to the treasurer of the same, . At each
quarterly meeting of the board of managers, estimates having been
previously made by the governors of the several asylums of’ the amounts
needed for the use of their branches for the ensuing three months, are
examined Ly the board and passed upon, and w resolution of appropria-
tion is carvied, each of which hag been submitted to Congress in the
soveral annual reports.  The treasurer of tle board of managers is then
oxpected to pay out the moneys received from time to time, as required
aceording to these resolutions of appropriation,

If, as has been sometimes the case, (vide the cortificate of the Treas-
wrer of the United States unnexed to this report, Appendix A,) larger
amounts come into the hands of the treasurer ot the board than neces-
sary for enrrent expenses, such excess ig at once invested in United States
bonds,  When such investment is made the bonds thus purchased can-
not be sold or the investment disbursed without o direet resolution ot
the hourd of managers, All amounts so invested will appear in the
certificate hereto annexed, By a standing resolution of the board no
investment is allowed to be made in any other species ol security than
that of United States bonds, ; ;

Committees of the said board are appointed each year to audit the
accounts of the several branches of the asylum, and also the accounts
of the treasurer of the board, and to investigate whether they are prop-
erly vouehed for, and to report: to the hoard of managers, all of which
is reported to Congress, - o T ; o

Before sieh a cgmmittee, at thelr examination of the central branch
of the institution/at Dayton, Olio, the treasuror of the board exhibited
his account, Appendix B, and o certitied statement, Appendix C, fronr
the United States reasury, which is hereto appended, with a letter,
Appendix D, from the United States Treasurer, General F. 19, Spinner,
This account contained allamounts which the treasuver of the hoard ever

In L\plunulnm of this'v m'y ('mmulumblo st found’ to be in the said
treasurer’s hands, he ('\plnhw(l that the board of managers were nbout
completing the pur(,hu.w of tlic home at Hampton, for which the money’
had been approprinted, as well ay for the refitting of the sime, which
eombined nceounted for 875,000 of that amonnt, and the committee are
informed that this sum hay since been paid ont, .

A diserepaney will be observed between the balanee of the footmrm
of the treasurer of the board and the amonnts which have heen reeeived
by him from the United States Lreasury,  This comes trom the fact that
the said treasurer accounted for lnl'n(, amounts recelved by him from
private donations, summing up to the exnet difterence.

It nppenrs that there now stands invested to the credit of' the asylum,*
in bonds of the United States, the sum of $1,415,000, What the sum
aceumulating fromn Ioridtm'os Ly desertion and other sources will be, -
and what will remain for the use of the mylltln is impossible to say ;
but it is believed that the amount will be Sllﬂi(‘lbl]f: to support the asy-
lum in the future, after the puruhaso of lands, buildings, and construd-
tion shall hnve boen complated,

Attention is ealled to the analysis of the treasurer’s account, the in-
vestiment account, and the qum'tmlv uppmpl'mtiom of the bom'd of
managers, by which the quarterly balance in the hands of the trensurer
of the board will appear, if thore is such, But sometimes, owing to de-
lnys in adjusting n('cmmts in the Sceond Auditors office or to the neg-
lect to pass the accounts and requisitions through the United States
Treasury, tho treasurer of the bourd has been ealled upon to advance
very considerable sums for the enui ront expenses and (‘omtru('laon, which
in_overy case has heen done without any chargo of interest, At the
same time the said treasurer hus not credited the. institution with inter-
eston the balances of approprintions from quarter to quarter remaining
in his hands, on the grounds that they were moneys at eall, and had to
be sent to widely diverse parts of the country to be expended, viz: Au.
gustn; Maine; Mllwmllwo, Wisconsing Dayton, Ohioj and Hampton,
Virginia, Al this transmittal of thoso very lmwrv umounh has bheen
made withont cost or loss to the institution,
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The treasurer of the board states that, being a bonded ofii¢er in the
sum of $100,000, and being obliged to trangmit large sums to be used in
many difterent places; also because, after the first three quarters of 1867,
the exact amounts of the appropriations ¢ould not be obtained from the
United States Treasury except partially from month to month, and
irregularly, in sums varying greatly in amount, hie has charged himself,
for convenience sake, with the amount-app ted at each meeting of
the board of managers, depositing the money rece , 8 private
account, and paying out the same on his own drafts, ivrespective of the
fact whether the money appropriated was actually received by him from
the United States Treasury or not; so that at several times, as appears
by the accounts, the asylum has been indebted to the treasurer of the
board in very considerable sums.  As an_ exanple of one of these in-
stances, on the 1st day of January last the said treasurer appears by
the accounts to have advanced to the asylum the sum of $111,232 11,

Tho gencral conclusion of the committeo with regard to the finaneial
managetient of the asylhim is that the funds of the institution have
been judiciously expended, ind thatus great economy has béen practiced
as was consistent witli n proper regard for the comfort and liappiness of
the men for whose benefit the agylum was established.  Fiberal expendi:
tures have been made to provide chapels, libraries, reading-rooms, amuse-
ment-halls, and other facilitics for reereation and for intellectual and
moral culture, as well ‘as'to furnish good quarters, food, clothing; and
hospital. attendance, but the committee regard sueh expenditures asy
wisely madey in view of the fact thafi the constant and proper aim of the
management is to prove to the disabled soldiers that the asylums were
in no sense almshouses, furnishing them with the bare necessavies of life,
but homes which they have carned for themselves by their sufferings
and sacrifices, ‘ : o S

Phe members of thie board have taken a constant and netive interest
in the asylum; they receive no pay for theiv services, the law allowing
them only their actunl expenses,  Their action is therefore separated
from any interested personal motives, - The committee believe that the
board have acted nnder w senso of the responsibility eonferred upon
them, and have administered theiv trust with a proper appreciation of
its magnitude and character,

The following statement, prepared by the scevetary of the hoard of
managers, gives a full aceount of the operations of the asylum for the
year ending December 1, 1870 :

During the past two years there were three branches of the National -
Asylum in operation.  The Central braneh, at Dayton, Ohio, the North-
western braneliyat Milwaukee, Wisconsin, and the Eastern branchy near
Augusta, Maine; and within the past few months a fourth one, called
the Southern hranch, has been’ opened near Hampton; Virginia, designed
for colored soldiersy and consumptives, who requirve a mild ¢limate.

Members of the conmmittee have visited the three fivst-naned branches,
and have made careful examinations of the gromwds and buildings, as
well as proper inquiries into the management, discipline, and general
treatment, and the method of keeping accounts and making expendi-
tures at these branches, ; o o e

‘The report of the seeretary of the botwd, exhibited in the foregoing
pages, as well as those of the acting govmfnm's"S:in‘nexed in Appendix
G, H, and I) of the several branches of the asylum, give all desirable
information as to the amounts paid for land of sites, cost of buildings, and
other improvements, and the-expense of maintenance classified, The
committee find no evidence that the price paid for the sites of the sev-
eral branclies was in any case unreasonable, nov that proper economy
has not been exercised in the erveetion of bulldings and the improve-
ment of the premises, The cost of the buildings ot the asylums is be-
lieved to be less than that of any Governmoent buildings ot like size and
character, and important savings have been introdueed in the expendi-
ture of maintenance, by the employment of the inmates of' the asylum
for light labory at a compensation reasonable and advantageons to both
parties, W oy ; T T

The committee have taken the testimony of several withesses, (Ap-
pendix I%,) which is appendéd to this report, and, from their manifest
readiness to testify, it must be inferred that there were no facts of any
hportanee, in-connection with the management of' the asylum, withheld
or concealed by them, : :

board has been, as far as they have been able to learn, éileient and
economical,  The committeo have also come to the conclusion that the
trensurer having neeounted for all funds of the asylum which ever came
into iis hands, by correet entriesand proper vouchers, is entirely to be
exonerated from any charge ov suspicion of misapproprintion, neglect,
or-any other misconduct in the diseharge of his duties; and, therefore,
having no legislation to recommend to the House upon the subject, they
ask that they may be discharged from the further considerntion of' the
same,
